» If there is an accident, you need information
on the original label to help with treatment.

» If the label tells you to mix a product in
another container, use all of the mixture. If

you can't use all the mixture, label the new
container for use in the future.

PREVENT HARM TO THE ENVIRONMENT.

» Applying product according to label direc-
tions is necessary to prevent harm to the envi-
ronment.

» Never pour lawn and garden products down
a drain.
